Section 2: Discussion Questions
In 1973, Yitzhak Rabin who was then the Israeli ambassador to the United States said:
“The Israel I came home to had a self-confident, almost smug aura to it as befits a country
far removed from the possibility of a war.” Why was Israel so proud and do you think this
self-pride contributed to its failures in the beginning part of the war?
Why do you make of the Egyptian decision to launch a war against Israel on its holiest
day?
What do you make of Jordan’s stance - sending troops to Syria to maintain face in the
Arab world, while all the while keeping Israel informed of its actions and its reluctance to
fight?
Lu Yehi by Naomi Shemer has become a symbol of the war. How do the lyrics of this song
portray the pervasive atmosphere in Israel?
One reason cited for Israel’s decision against a pre-emptive strike like they did in 1967 is
due to a fear of backlash from the international community and specifically, the United
States, their primary ally. Do you think Israel’s leaders were justified in taking this into
account? Give two reasons on each side.
